A senior editor, writer, and test-driver of the Hongkong-based Car Plus magazine, the author remarks that

the Uhlenhaut model developed by CMC (M-076) represents the best of all the attempts ever made to re-

plicate this legendary coupé. He calls attention to the amazingly detail-exact engine, unbelievably realistic

interior, and gracefully accurate configuration of the CMC replica.  

The CMC model, which faithfully captures the gull-wing doors and the aerodynamic cockpit “greenhouse,”

is said to be a feast to the eyes. Underneath the elegant and deceptively simple configuration of the Uh-

lenhaut Coupé is a conglomeration of difficult line managements. In the author’s view, this is where previous

attempts have failed, and they tended to do little, if any, justice to the real vehicle. What CMC achieved in

its M-076 is nothing short of a major breakthrough in the 1/18 scale replication of the Uhlenhaut Coupé. 

Calling M-076 an “impeccable gem,” the author attributes this success story to two reasons: An exhaustive

focus on detail and the close relationship that CMC has with the Daimler Group. The licensing agreement

with this auto-making giant has entitled CMC to access the archives of the Mercedes-Benz and to have its

development of replicas blessed by the scrutiny and endorsement of the car manufacturer.
